Bylaws of the Southeast Urbana Neighborhood Association
Article I.  Name and Purpose 
A.  Name of organization: The name of this association shall be the Southeast Urbana 
Neighborhood Association, hereafter referred to as SUNA. 

B.  Purpose of SUNA: 

SUNA is a non-partisan community- based organization that works to:

1.  Maintain safe attractive neighborhoods that provide a welcoming environment to all 
residents.
         2.  Monitor and actively participate in the growth and development of southeast Urbana 
in a manner that is sensitive to natural areas and surrounding neighborhoods.
 

3.  Foster a spirit of community and cooperation among residents and businesses of 
southeast Urbana. 

4.  Communicate with SUNA neighbors regarding city issues.
Article II.  Boundaries

The boundaries of the organization are as follows:

     
1. Northeast quadrant, bounded on north by Florida, west by Anderson, south by 
Mumford, east by Philo
    
2. Northwest quadrant, bounded on north by Florida, west by Race, south by George 
Huff and Mumford, east by Anderson. 
    
3. Southwest quadrant, bounded on north by George Huff and Mumford, south by 
Windsor, west by Race, east by Anderson. This quadrant also includes Clark-Lindsey 
Village.
    
4. Southeast quadrant, bounded on north by Mumford, south by Windsor, west by 
Anderson, east by Philo. This quadrant also includes Eagle Ridge subdivision.
Article III. Membership and Voting Rights

A.  Membership—definition

1.  Voting members: Any resident 18 years of age or older residing or owning property 
or a business within the boundaries of the Southeast Urbana Neighborhood 
Association may become a voting member by completing an application and paying 
annual dues. All voting members shall be entitled to one vote on all matters at all 
meetings, annual or special. A voting member is eligible to serve as a 
Coordinator or as a member of the Steering Committee. 

2.  General members: Anyone 18 years of age or older residing or owning property or 
a business within the boundaries of the Southeast Urbana Neighborhood Association 
is eligible to become a member by completing an application; elected officials or staff 
of the city of Urbana may become members as may a University of Illinois 
administrator, faculty or staff member involved in planning, design or construction of 
projects within the SUNA area.  General members may participate fully in 
meetings and discussions, but they may not vote.

3.  Email Listserv Membership
The association has 2 email listservs. Any member, voting or general, may join one or both listservs.

· The announcement listserv is for sending announcements about neighborhood, city and county events, and notifications and minutes of SUNA-related business.

· The discussion listserv is a self-moderated listserv for discussions of issues related to southeast Urbana.

B.  Dues

1. Fiscal Year:  The fiscal year shall be from May to May (Annual Meeting to Annual Meeting).

2.  Dues for voting members will be five dollars per resident or ten dollars for a 

business. Membership is active from one Annual Meeting to the next Annual Meeting. 
C.  Voting


1.  Each voting member of the association shall be entitled to one vote on all matters 

         
at all meetings, annual or special. Decisions shall be made by a majority vote of voting 
members present at any meeting.

2.  Voting may take place either by raised hands or secret ballot at the discretion of the       Coordinators or presiding designee.

Article IV. Association Structure: Coordinators and Steering Committee

A.  Coordinators: Two individuals will serve in this capacity and serve as members of the 
Steering Committee. Only voting members can serve as Coordinators. The duties of the 
coordinators are to:


• With Steering Committee assistance develop the agenda for the Annual Meeting 
   and Steering Committee meetings

           • Chair the Annual Meeting


• Chair Steering Committee meetings
B.  Steering Committee:  This committee shall be made up of 1 to 4 representatives from 
each quadrant plus the two Coordinators for a maximum of 18 members. Only voting 
members can serve on the Steering Committee. 
1. Duties of Steering Committee members are to:
    * Attend regular meetings to determine the overall programs, policies and plans

          * In consultation with the Coordinators, set up standing or ad hoc committees as     

            needed.
          * Fill vacancies on the Steering Committee or other committees as they arise.
2.  Adding a new member or filling a vacancy in the Steering Committee, in the period between one Annual Meeting and the next Annual Meeting, will be done through (a)  an informal meeting of the candidate(s) with the committee as a whole or in part, and (b) be voted on by the full committee. Formal Committee membership will remain pending until the next Annual Meeting when the SUNA general membership will vote to elect the slate of officers presented by the Committee.
3. Dismissal from the Steering Committee caused by any action, in word or deed, that contravenes SUNA’s mission as a non-partisan, community-based organization, shall be enacted by a two-thirds vote of the Steering Committee members. 
C.
Treasurer: A member of the Steering Committee or a Coordinator will serve as   treasurer. The duties of the treasurer are to:
· Collect and deposit dues in checking account
· Prepare a report of SUNA’s finances to be presented at the Annual Meeting
· Inform the Listserv manager of new dues paying members who request to be added to one or both of the Listservs

D.
Secretary: A member of the Steering Committee or a Coordinator will serve as secretary. The duties of the secretary are to:

· Maintain the membership database

· Take minutes at the Annual Meeting and post to announcement listserv

· Take minutes at Steering Committee meetings

E.
Steering Committee members to handle on-line issues: One or more members or   a Coordinator will be designated to handle the following responsibilities:

· Serve as moderator and post pertinent announcements to the announcement listserv

· Add new members to the Listserv(s) when requested by those members

· Maintain the SUNA website

· Maintain the SUNA Facebook page

Article V. Meetings
A.  Annual membership meeting:  The Annual Meeting of SUNA shall be held in May of 
each year on a day and at such place that the Steering Committee designates.  The 
election of the Coordinators and the members of the Steering Committee shall take place 
at the Annual Meeting.
B.  Steering Committee meetings: The Steering Committee will meet a minimum of 2 times 
a year.
C.  Special meetings: Special meetings of the membership may be called by the 
Coordinators or by majority vote of the Steering Committee as deemed necessary.

D.  Agenda: Subject to the approval of the Steering Committee, the Coordinators shall 
prepare the agenda for membership meetings. Any person may add an item to the 
agenda by submitting the item in writing to the Coordinators at least seven (7) days in 
advance of the meeting.

E.  Quorum:  A quorum for all membership meetings shall be a minimum of 15 voting 
members.  For meetings of the Steering Committee, Standing and Ad Hoc Committees, a 
quorum shall be attendance of more than 50% of the membership of each of those 
committees.
F.  Participation:  Any Annual, special or Steering Committee meeting is open to any               
 general and voting member.  Only voting members will be eligible to vote.
G.  Procedures: Meetings will be conducted in a manner consistent with these Bylaws and 
as guided by the precepts of Roberts Rules of Order.
Article VI.  Elections
A.  The Steering Committee will assemble a slate of volunteers to serve as Steering Committee members and Coordinators. This slate shall be presented to the general membership and voted on at the Annual Meeting.
B.  Election of Steering Committee Members: Steering committee members shall be 
elected at the Annual Meeting.  A slate of candidates for the Steering Committee shall be 
placed in nomination by the Committee. 
C.  Election of Coordinators: Coordinators shall be elected annually at the Annual Meeting. 
The names of all candidates for the coordinator positions shall be placed in nomination by 
the Steering Committee.
D.  Terms of Office: Terms of office for the Coordinators and Steering Committee members 
shall be staggered to ensure a mix of new and experienced office holders.
ARTICLE VII.  COMMITTEES:  

A.  The Steering Committee shall consist of the Coordinators and the representatives from 
each of the four quadrants.  The maximum number of members on the Steering 
Committee shall be 18.

B.  Standing Committees shall be established to address on-going needs and activities of 
SUNA. All standing committees will have at least one Steering Committee member.

1.  Events Committee The task of this committee is to schedule and organize events to 

promote the goals of SUNA such as neighborhood cleanups and block parties. 

2.  Delegates A delegate may be appointed by the Steering Committee from the voting 

membership to be a liaison between SUNA and a specific group in the CU community 

or an Urbana city task force.
C.  Ad Hoc Committees: These may be established from time to time by majority vote of the 
Steering Committee as deemed necessary. Ad hoc committees must have at least one 
Steering Committee member.

ARTICLE VIII.  AMENDMENT OF BYLAWS 
These Bylaws may be amended by a majority vote of voting members at the Annual Meeting.  Any amendment proposals must have been previously discussed by the Steering Committee and posted on the agenda.
